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ACTS 21:13 (NLT2) 
13  But he said, “Why all this weeping? You are break-
ing my heart! I am ready not only to be jailed at Jeru-
salem but even to die for the sake of the Lord Jesus.”

GALATIANS 1:10 (NLT2) 
10  Obviously, I’m not trying to win the approval of 
people, but of God. If pleasing people were my goal, I 
would not be Christ’s servant.   

PAUL’S ATTITUDE WHILE IN PRISON:
NOT ONLY IS GOD NOT DONE WITH US BUT:
1.  WE ARE RICH.  
EPHESIANS 1:3 (NLT2) 
3  All praise to God, the Father of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual bless-
ing in the heavenly realms because we are united with 
Christ. 

2.  WE ARE ALIVE.
EPHESIANS 2:4-5 (NLT2) 
4  But God is so rich in mercy, and he loved us so 
much, 5  that even though we were dead because of 
our sins, he gave us life when he raised Christ from 
the dead. (It is only by God’s grace that you have been 
saved!)

3.  WE ARE PRIVILEGED. 
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EPHESIANS 3:7 (NLT2) 
7  By God’s grace and mighty power, I have been given 
the privilege of serving him by spreading this Good 
News. 

4.  WE ARE ONE.
EPHESIANS 4:4 (NLT2) 
4  For there is one body and one Spirit, just as you 
have been called to one glorious hope for the future.

5.  WE ARE IMITATORS OF HIM.
EPHESIANS 5:1 (NLT2) 
1  Imitate God, therefore, in everything you do, be-
cause you are his dear children. 

6.  WE ARE EQUIPPED FOR BATTLE. 
EPHESIANS 6:10-11 (NLT2) 
10  A final word: Be strong in the Lord and in his 
mighty power.  11  Put on all of God’s armor so that you 
will be able to stand firm against all strategies of the 
devil. 
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
